3.完形补文：根据题意写单词，一般单词后面加后缀就可以（一定不要空题）

  4.作文部分，作文总共占了30分，最好是背几篇好一点的范文，或者实在不会的可以到前面的阅读理解找句子写上，单词写工整，最少要写八排以上句子，150个词汇(作文只写几句话或空白题就无法拯救！！)。
